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ACTION

2. Students cross out the behavior in each line that the pictured animal cannot do. They
share with their classmates their reasons for selecting which behavior to cross out.

OBJECTIVE

Given a series of pictures of an animal performing different behaviors, the student will be able to
identify which behavior is impossible.

DEEPER DEPTHS

A successful animal trainer knows how
animals act; which behaviors are natu-
ral and which behaviors are impossible
for animals. Can students name other
animals and the behavior they think
they can do and the behavior that
would be impossible? For example,
penguins swim but don’t  fly, snails
crawl but don’t jump, and fish swim
but don’t  walk. 
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Lifting a flipper is a natural behavior for a sea lion. When we lift our arm too, the
behavior looks like a handshake.
